We are in receipt of your agenda for the next meeting of the group, and
believe that if we are to have a productive meeting, then we need advance
information on the content of items 3&4. A copy of the papers that will be
presented to the group would suffice.

We note that Borough Council employees will be presenting these two items
and we are somewhat confused since Counsellor Guest made it abundantly clear
that the Borough Council are not service providers for these two issues.

It is clear that the capacity of the A3023 to provide sustainability for the
